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SIZES

20" head circumference finished

MATERIALS

Manos del Uruguay CARDO (100% Corriedale wool; approx
109yds/100g):

| skein each of CI and C2 needed per hat.

Shown in D2241 Putty (C1) with
D243 1 Helium (half and half),
D2475 Very Vivid (13 stripes),
D2102 Juanita (2x3 stripes),
D2040 Daffodil (2x2 stripes), and
D21905 Fuchsia (Ix! stripes),

US 10/ 6 mm 16" circular needle and double-pointed
needles, or size to obtain gauge
US 9 /5.5 mm 16" circular needle

Ring marker

GAUGE
|3 stitches and 19 rounds = 4" in Stockinette Stitch on larger
needle

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NOTES
This hat is shown in 5 different colorways, though each hat is

the same size.

Do not cut the yarn when switching between colors.

ABBREVIATIONS

k: knit

m: marker

p: purl

pm: place marker

rep: repeat

rnd: round

slm: slip marker

ssk: slip 2 stitches, | at a time, knitwise to the right needle.
Return stitches to the left needle in turned position then knit
them together through the back loops (I stitch decreased)
st(s): stitch(es)

STITCH GUIDE
Ix1 Rib (even number of stitches)
Rnd I: *KI, pl; rep from * to end of rnd.

Rep Rnd | for rib pattern.
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| Helium (half and half),

D2475 Very Vivid (Ix3 stripes), D2102 Juanita (2x3 stripes),
D2040 Daffodil (2x2 stripes), and D21905 Fuchsia (I1x| stripes)
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INSTRUCTIONS
With CI| and smaller circular needle, cast on 66 sts. Pm and

join for working in the rnd, being careful not to twist sts.
Work x| Rib for 4".

Switch to larger circular needle, and work Stripe Sequence
of your choice over next 24 rnds (or 25 rnds in the case of

Juanita):

Fuchsia Hat (Ix! Stripes):
Rnd I: Knit with C2.
Rnd 2: Knit with CI.

Rep rnds | and 2 eleven times more.

Daffodil Hat (2x2 Stripes) :
Rnds | and 2: Knit with C2.
Rnds 3 and 4: Knit with CI.
Rep rnds [-4 five times more.

Juanita Hat (2x3 Stripes):
Rnds | and 2: Knit with CI.
Rnds 3-5: Knit with C2.

Rep rnds |-5 four times more.

Very Vivid Hat (I1x3 Stripes):
Rnd I: Knit with CI.

Rnds 2-4: Knit with C2.

Rep rnds [-4 five times more.

Helium Hat (Half and half):
Rnds [-12: Knit with CI. Cut CI.
Rnds |3-24: Knit with C2.
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Shape crown
As you work the following shaping, change to double-pointed
needles when there are too few stitches to fit around the

circular needle.

Note: if working the half-and-half option, continue with crown

shaping in C2 until end.

Continue the Stripe Sequence as you work the first 4-6 rnds
of crown shaping, ending with a C2 rnd. Cut C2 and work to
end with ClI.

Rnd I: Knit to last 2 sts, ssk. [65 sts]

Rnd 2: *KI I, ssk; rep from * to end. [60 sts]
Rnd 3: *#K10, ssk; rep from * to end. [55 sts]
Rnd 4: *K9, ssk; rep from * to end. [50 sts]
Rnd 5: #K8, ssk; rep from * to end. [45 sts]
Rnd 6: *K7, ssk; rep from * to end. [40 sts]
Rnd 7: #K6, ssk; rep from * to end. [35 sts]
Rnd 8: *K5, ssk; rep from * to end. [30 sts]
Rnd 9: #K4, ssk; rep from * to end. [25 sts]
Rnd 10: *K3, ssk; rep from * to end. [20 sts]
Rnd | 1:Ssk 10 times. [10 sts; piece measures 94" from CO]

Cut yarn, leaving a 12" tail. Thread tail through rem sts twice,

pull snugly to close hole at top of hat, then fasten off on WS.

FINISHING

Weave in ends. Steam-block if desired.

Make 3” pompom in C2 and attach.
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
